It is a gesture used when greeting or
thanking people. The deeper you bow, the more respectful it is.
When you meet a friend on the street, you can simply nod your
head lightly in greeting.

In Japan, it is not common to hug someone or kiss them on
the cheeks when you meet them. People sometimes shake hands
in the business world, but this is also not very common.

In Japan, people sometimes put their palms together in front
of their chest before a meal. Some people think that this is a Japa-
nese gesture for greeting someone when you meet them, but they
are wrong.

Sumimasen is used when apologizing. When saying thank you,
sometimes you say arigatoo (gozaimasu) but sometimes you use
sumimasen.

In the main text, there was a situation where a person said
sumimasen. For example, the person was given something they
lost, or was given a seat on the train. The other person did some-
thing nice for the person, and the person feels that this has caused
trouble and inconvenience to the other person. In such a situation,
you should say sumimasen to say thanks and apologize at the same
time. You can also just say sumimasen to show appreciation.

If you are not causing someone any trouble or inconvenience,
you would not use sumimasen to say thanks, for example when you receive a compliment or congratulations.

It may be difficult to understand when to use sumimasen and when to use arigatoo (gozaimasu), but it is not
rude to say arigatoo (gozaimasu) instead of sumimasen. So, when you say thanks to someone, it is acceptable to just

say arigatoo (gozaimasu) every time.

The card contains
information such as name, age, sex, nationality / region,
address in Japan, status of residence, and whether or not
the person is allowed to work in Japan. It also has a photo
of the person.

Foreign residents in Japan must always have this card
with them. If someone asks you to show your residence
card but you do not have it, it could be a problem.

The Latin alphabet is also used in Japanese. Abbreviations such as SNS and DVD, and proper nouns such
as JR, JAL, NHK, Windows, and Facebook are written in the Latin alphabet even in Japanese. Sometimes, English
is also used as it is, such as OKTF (It's OK) or No=E5 (Say “no”). When Japanese is written out using the Latin
alphabet, it is called romaji (Romanized characters). Recently, it is very common to write out station names and
place names in romaji so that foreign visitors to Japan can read them.

When saying a person’s name in Japanese, you usually say ~san after it. ~san is very convenient because it can
be used for anyone, male or female, older or younger, or married or unmarried.

For Japanese names, it is common to call someone by their family name and ~san. The given name is used among
family and close friends, and is rarely used at work or other formal situations. However, foreigners are called by
whichever name they like, and ~san. This can be their family or given name.

Besides ~san, you can also call someone in other ways, such as ~kun, ~chan, and ~sama. A casual way to call a
male of the same age or younger is ~kun. A way to call children and sometimes close friends is ~chan. A more polite
way to say ~san is ~sama. In spoken language, ~sama is used by shop staff when calling customers by name.

Although the Gregorian calendar is also used in Japan, era names that are unique to Japan, known as gengoo,
are also used for official government documents and in other situations. The gengoo has been used since 645, and the
gengoo %70, which started in 2019, is the 248th gengoo of Japan. Today, the gengoo is updated whenever there is a new
Emperor. The gengoo is not only used to refer to individual years, but is used to represent specific eras, such as “classic
songs of the Showa era” or “the serious economic depression of the Heisei era.” In this sense, it is deeply rooted in the
lives of the Japanese people.

having the largest population in Japan, it is also the city with the highest population density in the country. Tokyo is the

political and economic center of Japan.

Japan has a number of large cities that have large populations and have been given the same power as prefec-
tures. These are ordinance-designated cities. As of 2020, there are 20 ordinance-designated cities in Japan.
The following map shows ordinance-designated cities with populations of 1 million or more. It may be useful to

remember the rough location of Japan’s major cities.

In some cultures, you should never ask
someone’s age, especially not a woman’s age. In other cultures, it is common to freely ask men and women their age.

In Japan, some people think it is rude to ask someone’s age, but other people feel it is very normal to ask some-
one’s age. Compared to cultures where you should never ask someone’s age, you may be asked about your age quite
frequently in Japan. This is because age can determine if someone is in a higher or lower position, which is important

in Japanese society. People may use different expressions when they talk to someone older, younger, or the same age.

Different regions or generations have different habits, but you should be aware that you may sometimes be asked your

age in Japan.

Except for Okinawa, the season for swimming in the sea in Japan is
roughly around July and August. There are coin-operated showers
and lockers at the swimming beaches, so everyone can enjoy
swimming in the sea. There are also facilities called umi no ie
(clubhouses by the sea) that you can use. These provide meals
and a place to rest at the beach.

Okinawa is the most southern prefecture of Japan. It is
warm all year round, so you can swim in the sea from around
May to October. Okinawa has beautiful blue seas and white coral
beaches, and also offers a variety of marine sports. It is a popular
beach resort.

Umi no sachi (seafood, literally meaning “blessings from the
sea’) is also one of the joys of travelling in Japan. There are fishing
ports and fish markets near the sea where you can enjoy eating
fresh seafood. When you visit a town near the sea, you should try
some of the local seafood.

Sashimi is thinly-sliced fresh, raw fish, eaten
with soy sauce or other flavorings. It is a well-
known Japanese cuisine. With sashimi, the sliced
fish is not just laid out plainly. Instead, the fish is
arranged beautifully. Other ingredients are placed
under the sashimi, such as finely-cut radish, sea- Sashimi #5 Nigiri-zushi  ([CEWFET)
weed, and shiso (a Japanese herb from the mint
family). These are called sashimi no tsuma (sashimi

garnishes). You can eat them but do not have to.
Sushi is sashimi and vinegared rice, and is
becoming popular around the world. There are
several types of sushi, such as nigiri-zushi (sushi
rice shaped by hand and topped with sliced fish),
maki-zushi (sushi rice and fillings rolled in a sheet

available at takeout sushi chains, supermarkets, and convenience stores.

as shrimp and fish, or vegetables such as pumpkin
and eggplant, in batter made from wheat flour. It is a
traditional Japanese food. Its name is said to be from
the Portuguese word tempero (seasoning). Tempura
can be eaten with a dipping sauce or salt. It is also
served over rice or noodles such as soba or udon.

Udon and soba are typical Japanese noodles. Udon is made by boiling thick, white noodles made from wheat
flour. Soba is a noodle made from buckwheat flour. Both udon and soba can be served in hot soup, or boiled first
then chilled in water and served on a plate with a thick dipping sauce.

There are specialty restaurants that serve only udon or soba. However, many soba restaurants offer both
udon and soba on their menus, so you can choose. There are udon and soba restaurants in most train stations.
They serve noodles cheaply and quickly, and are very convenient when you are in a hurry.

In Japan, people eat noodles such as udon and soba noisily with a slurping sound. This is because slurping
the noodles makes them taste better. It is also a way of communicating how delicious the noodles are, through
sound instead of words. Why not practice trying to slurp noodles such as udon and soba in this way?

Curry is an Indian cuisine that was introduced to Japan via Eng-
land during the Meiji era (1868-1912). After that, Japan developed
its original style of curry. Japanese curry is different from Indian or
Thai curry. The sauce is made thick using wheat flour. It is served
over rice to make curry rice.

It is said that the Japanese people eat curry more than once a
week on average. Curry is available at most restaurants, including set
meal restaurants, soba restaurants, and gyuu-don restaurants. Most

buffets in Japan include curry on the menu. In this way, curry is very
popular in Japan, and has even been called a national Japanese food.

You can make Japanese curry easily using commercial pre-made curry roux. Why not try making it your-
self? Many curries are also sold as “boil-in-the-bag” food. You can prepare them simply by placing the whole
pouch in hot water. It is convenient to have some in your home so you can prepare a quick and easy meal.

Generally, the order
of the ranking from highest to lowest is W8, 11, #8. The highest rank is
usually 1 (but this may change depending on the restaurant]. Eel can
be quite expensive when eaten at specialty restaurants, but you can eat
it at lower prices at places such as gyuu-don chain restaurants.

In Japan, there is a custom of eating eel on the Day of the Ox in
midsummer, and many people eat una-don or una-juu on this day.

Japanese sake is made from rice. There are sake breweries all over Ja-
pan, producing various brands of Japanese sake. The alcohol content is gen-
erally about 14% to 16%. In Japanese, #78 sometimes refers to Japanese sake,
and sometimes to any alcoholic drink.

Japanese sake that is made purely from rice, malted rice, and water,
without any artificial alcohol, is called junmai-shu. Japanese sake that is made
from highly polished rice with its outer layer removed, leaving only the core of
the rice, is called ginjyoo-shu. Junmai-shu has a mellow taste, while ginjyoo-shu
is known for its fruity fragrance.

The taste of Japanese sake can be amakuchi (sweet) or karakuchi (dry).
Japanese sake with a high rice content is amakuchi, while smooth Japanese
sake with a high alcohol content is karakuchi. There are also different ways
of drinking Japanese sake. It can be served chilled as reeshu (cold sake), or
warm as atsukan (hot sake).

Japanese sake is sold even at convenience stores, and you can also
enjoy it at izakayas. Recently, there are also many Japanese sake bars with

sake from around the country.

A typical Japanese breakfast includes food such as rice,
miso soup, grilled fish, egg, dried seaweed, natto, and pickles.
However, fewer people now eat this type of breakfast every day.
Instead, more people are eating Western-style breakfasts such
as bread and eggs. There are also many people who eat simple
breakfasts. For example, they eat only cereal or yogurt, or they
buy a sandwich from the convenience store. There are also people

who do not eat breakfast.

Miso soup is a soup made by cooking miso in soup stock. It contains
ingredients such as tofu, wakame seaweed and radish. You do not drink
miso soup with a spoon. Instead, you hold the bowl in your hand and drink
directly from the bowl. If the miso has sunk to the bottom of the bowl, stir
the soup lightly with your chopsticks before drinking.

Raw eggs are also often eaten for breakfast. There are not many
countries in the world where eggs are eaten raw. Foreigners have the im-
pression that eating raw eggs can make you sick. However, eggs in Japan

are cleaned and treated because they will be eaten raw, so it is safe to eat
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them raw if they are fresh. Raw eggs are often mixed with soy sauce or broth, then poured over rice and eaten as
tamago-kake-gohan (white rice mixed with seasoned raw egg). Tamago-kake-gohan is eaten not only at breakfast,
but also after having alcoholic drinks. It is sometimes written as “TKG” on izakaya menus.

Japanese burger restaurants offer classic menu items
such as cheeseburgers and fish burgers, and also uniquely
Japanese items such as teriyaki burgers, tsukimi burgers
(topped with a fried egg), chicken tatsuta (Japanese-style
fried chicken), and rice burgers.

The most popular alcoholic drink in Japan is beer. Some of the leading Japanese beer producers are Kirin, Asahi,
Suntory, and Sapporo. They produce a wide variety of beers.
At an izakaya, many people first order beer. There are also people who will start with a glass of beer even if they
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will have other types of alcoholic drinks afterwards. There are also banquets
and other events where everyone drinks beer for the first toast. So, in Japan,
beer is considered the alcohol that you start a drinking session with.

In general, when drinking beer at a restaurant, the types are bin-biiru (bottled
beer) and nama-biiru (draft beer). Bin-biiru is served in the bottle and comes with
glasses. It is a convenient option when sharing the

beer among several people. Nama-biiru is poured
into a glass from a beer server. It is served in
different sized glasses % (large), @ (medium), or 7} (small). The amount depends
on the izakaya, but athis generally about 350 ml to 500 ml. If you ordergﬁﬁaforhgﬁf
it means that you are ordering a medium glass of nama-biiru.

Ji-biiru (local beers) can also be found in all parts of Japan. When you are travel-

ling, it can be fun to try out the local ji-biiru.

When you enter a restaurant in Japan, it is common for the restaurant
staff to bring the oshibori and water first. An oshibori is a small hand towel
that has been made wet with hot water. (It can also be chilled in summer.]
The customer will first wipe their hands with the oshibori.

Water is provided to customers for free in Japan. This is because tap
water is safe to drink everywhere in Japan.
This free water is sometimes called ohiya.

Refills are free, and the waiter will bring
more if you tell them B S or @, BELLET [Please bring me some water). At
izakayas, water is not served when you first sit down because you are expected to order
a drink. However, if you ask for it, you can also get it for free. In Japan, it is not common to
have warm water or sparkling water with your meal. You may be able to get warm water if
you ask for it. If you want to drink sparkling water, you will have to order and pay for it.

A washitsu is a traditional Japanese room. The floor is made of tatami
mats (traditional Japanese flooring made from rush or rice straw). Some
washitsu also have a space called toko no ma (an alcove). The storage space
is called oshiire (a closet]. The oshiire holds bedding and other items. The
oshiire has a fusuma (sliding door made of paper) that is opened and closed.
Sometimes, washitsu rooms are also separated by a fusuma. Instead of
curtains, the windows of a washitsu usually have shooji (a paper screen).
These are wooden frames covered with paper. Nowadays, fewer houses
have a washitsu room.

In the main text, there was a situation where a person was chang-
ing clothes in the changing room at work. This means that they were
changing from their plain clothes into their work uniform. In Japan,
uniforms are used in many places such as workplaces and schools.
At factories, people change into work clothes to stay safe when they
are working. Sometimes companies provide work clothes as uniforms,
which helps the workers. Work uniforms also help people to tell the
difference between company staff and outsiders immediately. Uniforms
can help people in the company feel more together.

Even when there are no uniforms, employees are sometimes expected to dress in a certain way in some indus-
tries or companies. For example, there may be an unspoken understanding that employees in a financial company
should dress in a similar way. For example, they may wear dark blue or dark gray suits, white shirts, striped neckties,
and black leather shoes. In Japanese society, people may sometimes be required to dress alike, instead of dressing in
a unique and individual way. However, this may be different for each workplace. So, when there are no uniforms, it is
best to start by asking about how to dress for work.

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® FAX Fax (facsimile)

Fax (facsimile) is a machine that turns images into data
and sends this out through telephone lines. The recipient
prints out the message on paper. It was widely used around
the world until the 1990s but it is gradually disappearing due to
the spread of the Internet.

However, fax is still used in Japan. In particular, it is often
used for the exchange of official government documents, and
notifications and communications related to the media. Some
people think that fax is still used in Japan today because it can
send images of official seals and handwritten documents di-
rectly so it is considered more reliable than e-mail. Even now,
e-mails are sometimes not accepted by government offices.
Instead, the documents must be sent through fax.

In many Japanese companies, employees assemble in
the morning at the start of work. They greet each other and
share work information. This is known as chooree (morning
assembly). The main purpose of chooree is to send messages,
such as the flow of work for the day, and special matters to
take note of. When employees come together and greet each
other, it shows that work is starting now and it is time to switch
to working mode.

There are also companies that include rajio taisoo (radio
exercises) in their chooree routine. Rajio taisoo is an exercise

program broadcast by NHK. Many Japanese people are familiar
with it. They have been doing it at school and other places since they were children. Doing exercises during chooree
helps the body get used to the physical work that it will be doing later.

In Japan, the season for using outdoor pools is around July and
August. During this period, public pools run by the local government
will be opened. You can use them if you pay a cheap fee, usually a few
hundred yen. In some cities or wards, only people living or working
there can use the public pool. However, there are also public pools that
are open to everyone. Each pool has fixed opening hours. So, if you want
to go swimming, you should look it up online before going.

Be careful as there are different rules for each pool. For example,
you must wear a swimming cap in some pools. Some pools also do not
allow the use of sunblock or sun oil.

The ways people watch a film in a cinema have changed greatly
in the past few years. Previously, the cinema company would decide
on the film to show. It would then show the film a few times a day
for a fixed number of days. People would choose the cinema show-
ing the film they wanted to watch, then go to watch it at a convenient
time. They could also sit wherever they wanted.

Today, most cinemas in Japan are shinekon (cinema complex-
es). A cinema complex is a facility with multiple rooms (screens].
Different films are shown in multiple rooms. It can be quite com-

plicated. For example, a popular film can be shown many times on
more than one screen. On the other hand, films that have already
been released for a long time may be shown only once a day. People are assigned a specific seat. Many cinema com-
plexes are located inside a department store or shopping mall.

It costs an adult about 1,800 - 1,900 yen to watch a film (2020 prices). It costs more to watch a 3D film or IMAX.
Prices are discounted on some days, such as Film Day or Ladies’ Day, so you should check before you go. If you become
a member of a cinema, you may earn a free visit after going a few times..

Here is an explanation of how to buy a ticket on the day and watch a film at a cinema complex.

Hochikisu (stapler) and gamu-teepu (duct tape) are
written in katakana, but are not actually English words.
Hochikisu came from the name of the American stapler
manufacturer, E. H. Hotchkiss. This was introduced in
Japan and became the word for “stapler.” Gamu-teepu is
duct tape made of paper or fabric. It is used to seal card-
board boxes. Gamu comes from the word “gum,” which is
the sticky rubber on the tape. In English, it is called “duct
tape,” not “gum tape".

These words are written in katakana in the Japa-
nese language, and look and sound like English. How-
ever, they are only understood in Japan. Such words
or phrases are called wasei-eigo, or English-sounding
words or phrases created in Japan. Other examples of

It is said that one-third of the publications in Japan are manga.
Manga are read not only by children, but also by adults. There are
various genres, such as action, fantasy, romance, sports, mystery,
science fiction, comedy, history, food, and adult themes. There are also
many types, such as manga based on classical literature from Japan
and other parts of the world, essay manga, and how-to manga such as
“Introduction to Japanese Economy in Manga” and “Understanding the
Theory of Relativity through Manga”. In addition to paper publications,
nowadays, many manga can be read through smartphone apps. People

often read manga on their smartphones on trains.

New works are first published serially in manga magazines such as Shonen Jump. After that, several chapters
are put together and published as one volume. Manga books are now translated into foreign languages, and there are
many fans of Japanese manga around the world. Works such as NARUTO, One Piece, Attack on Titan, and Demon Slayer
are especially popular abroad. Many people abroad also enjoy cosplay, which is to dress up like manga characters.

The manga that appeared in the main text is Dragon Ball. It was created by Toriyama Akira and was published serially
in Weekly Shonen Jump from 1984 to 1995. It was later adapted into anime and even a Hollywood film. More than 250 million
copies of the books have been sold worldwide.

Most Japanese people have probably read a novel by Soseki
at least once. For example, many Japanese high school stu-
dents study Kokoro and Sanshiro in school because they are

are well-known overseas. Some examples are Kawabata

Yasunari (1899-1972) and Oe Kenzaburo (1935- ), who are winners of the Nobel Prize in Literature, Akutagawa Ryuno-
suke (1892-1927), Mishima Yukio (1925-1970), Abe Kobo (1924-1993), and Yoshimoto Banana (1964~ ). The Tale of Genji
is a book written by Murasaki Shikibu more than 1,000 years ago. It has been translated into many languages and even
translated into modern Japanese by contemporary writers for publication.

Other famous authors are Akagawa Jiro (1948- ), who writes mysteries in a conversational style that is easy to
read, and Hoshi Shinichi (1926-1997), who created short-short stories that are only a few pages. Typically, their works
are the first literature that Japanese learners read in Japanese. There are also light novels (ranobe). These are written
in a way that is easy for young people to read. These books have many fans overseas, who read them in the original
Japanese language or translated into foreign languages.

Like baseball, soccer is a very popular sport in Japan. In
particular, soccer has been popular since it became a professional
sport in 1993 and the J. League was started. More Japanese
people play soccer than baseball. When the Japanese national
team plays matches, many soccer fans watch them on TV.

J. League is a special league because the teams are linked to
the local community. There are three J. League divisions, J1 to J3,
and there are about 60 teams in total. All the names of the teams
include the names of their hometowns, such as the Urawa Red
Diamonds and Gamba Osaka. So, they are supported by the local
fans in these areas. Once you live in Japan, you should check out your local team.

Rugby is also a popular sport in senior high school and university. The winner of the All-Japan University Rugby
Championship becomes the top university team in Japan every year. It is very popular and exciting. Dramas based on
the theme of rugby have also been created.

Previously, Japan's national rugby team rarely won matches
in international competitions. It was not very popular until recently.
However, when Japan played against South Africa during the Rugby
World Cup (England, 2015), Japan won the game just before the
match ended. This put the team in the spotlight in Japan and abroad.
After that, the Rugby World Cup was hosted by Japan in 2019, and
rugby became a major sport in Japan too. The expression niwaka fan
(bandwagon fans] refers to people who suddenly became rugby fans
during the Rugby World Cup. It also became a trendy phrase at that time.

Another characteristic of the Japanese soccer and rugby national teams is that they wear completely different
uniforms. The soccer national team wears a blue uniform called Samurai Blue. The uniform of the rugby national team
has red and white horizontal stripes, and an emblem based on the motif of the cherry blossom. (Because of this, the
team is nicknamed Brave Blossoms.] This is unusual compared to other countries. In particular, the soccer team’s
uniform does not include the colors of Japan’s national flag. So, those who are watching the match on TV may not know
which is the Japanese team if they are not very familiar with soccer.

If you want to play soccer or rugby, try checking the town paper and online bulletin boards. Local amateur teams
for adults sometimes put notices there to look for new team members.

The pachinko machine is
made of nails hammered into a vertical board. This board
is covered by a piece of glass and has several holes in it. A
pachinko ball is flipped upward from below. If it falls into a
specific hole, you will get back more balls. There are some
pachinko machines that continue throwing out many balls if
you get an atari (a big win). When you get many pachinko balls,
you can exchange them for gifts.

There are pachinko parlors in all parts of Japan. There
are pachinko parlors in shopping streets in the city. Outside
big cities, there are pachinko parlors with large car parks
along major roads. Pachinko is a recreational activity for regular people. It is played by everyone from young people

(although those below 18 years are not allowed to play it) to the elderly.
Pachinko gifts can be bought by other shops nearby for cash. In this way, pachinko is actually similar to gambling.

70% of Japan’s territory is made up of mountains, and Japan is very mountainous. Japan has high mountain ranges
running across it like the backbone of the country. The high mountain range that stretches from Toyama Prefecture
to Shizuoka Prefecture is called the Japanese Alps. It cuts across Nagano Prefecture and Gifu Prefecture. It is divided
into the Northern Alps, Central Alps, and Southern Alps.

You do not need to be an experienced mountaineer with expert equipment to climb most mountains in Japan.
During the climbing season in summer, even regular people can climb the Japanese Alps, although they will need certain
equipment. (However, inexperienced climbers should go with a guide.)

There are also many mountains just outside the city that are easier to climb. It is possible to climb some of these
on a day trip, such as Mt. Takao and Mt. Tsukuba in the Kanto region, and Mt. Rokko in the Kansai region, so they are
very popular as hiking destinations.
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Many Japanese mountains are also volcanic. This is why there are hot springs on or at the foot of the mountains.
One of the best things about mountaineering or hiking in Japan is that you can soak in a hot spring at the bottom of the
mountain afterwards, and relax after the tough climb.

In the film series Otoko wa Tsurai yo (meaning “It's tough being a man”),
actor Atsumi Kiyoshi plays the leading character, Kuruma Torajiro (nicknamed
Tora-san). The film was written and directed by Yamada Yoji. There are 50 films in
total, from the first film released in 1969 (Otoko wa Tsurai yo) to the 2019 release
(Otoko wa Tsurai yo - Okaeri Tora-san). It holds the Guinness World Record as the
longest-running film series. Until 1995, one film was produced and released al-
most every year. The series ended in 1996 with the death of Atsumi. The 50th film
was produced in 2019 on the 50th anniversary of the series.

The main character, Tora-san, was born in Shibamata, a downtown area of
Tokyo. He works as a travelling salesman. Tora-san is somewhat eccentric and
unconventional. He fights with his family in Shibamata, and causes problems with
various people he meets on his trips. The films follow a general pattern. Tora-san
usually falls in love with a girl but is rejected at the end. Although the films are a
little old, they show various elements of Japanese life, such as Japanese people’s

sense of social duty, their emotions, and romance. Watching a film about Tora-san
might be a chance to think more deeply about Japan and the Japanese people.

The Otoko wa Tsurai yo series is available on streaming services for free if you register as a user. There are also
websites where you can rent it cheaply.

Karate is a Japanese martial art from Okinawa.
Unlike judo and aikido, the main form of attack is by
striking the opponent, such as by punching or kicking
them.

Today, there are various styles of karate. Traditional
styles of karate follow the rule of sundome (stopping
just before actually hitting someone). Based on this rule,
you do not hit the opponent directly in a match. They also
emphasize kata (form), in which one person performs a
series of set moves in order. There are four main styles,
which are Shotokan, Wado-ryu, Shito-ryu, and Goju-ryu.

There are also styles where the rule is to strike
the opponent in a match. This is full-contact karate.
Depending on the style, participants may or may not wear protective equipment and gloves, and may or may not hit the
opponent’s face. Some full-contact karate athletes even participate in strike-based mixed martial arts competitions.
Kyokushin karate is a full-contact style of karate. It is becoming quite popular around the world.
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If you want to learn karate in Japan, you should be able to find a local karate gym easily just by searching online.
Make sure to check the details carefully before you go because the traditional and full-contact styles are very different,
as explained above.

Commuting to work in Japan is different in urban and rural
areas. Cars are essential to life in rural areas, including for com-
muting. However, few people drive to work in urban areas. They
generally take the train to work.

Rush hour is a problem in large cities like Tokyo and Osaka.
In particular, the trains going into the city become very crowded at
rush hour, from about 7:30 a.m. to 9:00 a.m. There are part-time
workers on crowded station platforms who push commuters into
the trains. However, the situation now is not as bad as in the past.
This is because people start work at different times and more

people work from home.
In Tokyo, it takes about one hour on average for people to go to work by train. For many people, such as people
who live in houses in the suburbs, it takes almost two hours.

In Japan, there are coin lockers in places such as train stations, bus ter-
minals, underground areas, and shopping streets. You can leave your things in
these lockers. Other countries also have coin lockers, but few countries have

lockers in so many places.

The cost of using a coin locker is different based on its size. A small coin
locker that can hold a small backpack costs about 300 to 400 yen. A large
locker that can hold a suitcase costs about 600 to 1,000 yen. 100-yen coins are

used for coin lockers.

Keyless lockers have also become more common. The key is activated through a passcode. The user pays
through the control panel, locks the locker, and collects a receipt. To open the locker, the user enters the number on
the receipt into the control panel. There are also lockers that accept payment through prepaid transportation cards.
You can simply tap the same card to open and shut the locker without using a key.

Some coin lockers can be used 24 hours a day. In some places, the time when you can put things in the lockers or
take things out is limited.

There are many vending machines in Japan. It is common to see them in
stations, shopping streets, inside buildings, and at service areas along high-
ways. Sometimes, in rural housing districts, there are just vending machines
by themselves and no other shops.

Vending machines mainly sell drinks. You can get cold drinks and, in winter,
also hot drinks. You can buy hot coffee and tea, and also hot corn soup and

miso soup from vending machines.
Besides drinks, vending machines also sell other things such as ice-
cream, cup noodles, bread, and sweets. There are also vending machines that
sell magazines, batteries, underwear, umbrellas, and condoms.
It is possible to buy cigarettes at vending machines, but first you have to
apply for a taspo, which is an adult identification card. If you do not tap this card
on the vending machine, you will not be able to buy cigarettes from the machine.

However, the most convenient place is probably the convenience
store. Many convenience stores have ATMs. However, even though
a convenience store is open for 24 hours, you may only be able to
take out money on certain days and at certain times, depending on
the bank.

Japan is a long and narrow country. There are also many mountains. Its rivers flow over a short distance, from
high water sources into the sea. This is why rivers in Japan are usually short, steep, and fast-flowing. The longest river
in Japan is Shinano River. It is 367 km long, only about one-four-
teenth of the length of the Mekong River in Southeast Asia. Because
of its steepness and fast flow, when heavy rains fall, water flows all
at once into the river. This sometimes causes floods. If you live near
a river, find out if there is any risk of flooding in your area. Be sure
to check the evacuation shelter and other relevant information.

Upstream, valleys carved by the river are often sightseeing
spots. There are also people who enjoy fishing there. You can take
a pleasure cruise at the midstream or downstream part of some

rivers. Some famous cruises are the river cruise along Sumida

Sumida River Cruise (Tokyo) River in Tokyo, and the Japanese house-boat cruise at Arashiyama

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Shimanto River, which appears in the main text, is in Kochi Pre-
fecture. It is often called “the last clear stream of Japan.” It is well-
known for its clear waters and beautiful scenery.

The area west of Shinjuku Station in Tokyo is known as an area with many
high-rise buildings. If you go up to the Tokyo Metropolitan Government Building
Observatories (202 m high, free admissions), you will be able to see Shinjuku's
skyscrapers and the night views of Tokyo.

The highest buildings in Japan now (2020) are Abeno Harukas in Osaka (300
m), followed by the Yokohama Landmark Tower (296 m). When including struc-
diis tures other than buildings, Japan's highest structures would be the Tokyo Skytree
Shinjuku’s skyscrapers (634 m) followed by Tokyo Tower (333 m).

Have you heard of the expression wabi-sabi? Wabi-sabi is a Japanese value of see-
ing beauty in things that are simple and plain, quiet and calm. In the dialog in the main
text, a person looked at an old temple and described it as a “good temple.” If you see a
simple, plain, and old temple and think that it is great, then you understand wabi-sabi.

Kinkakuji and Ginkakuji are famous temples of Kyoto. When you see them, Ginkakuji
may look shabby in comparison to Kinkakuji. This is because the gold of Kinkakuji is
brilliant and gorgeous. Meanwhile, Ginkakuji is not silver but a brown-colored wooden
structure. However, Ginkakuji creates a stronger sense of calm beauty. This is wabi-sabi.

When you see famous temples and gardens in Japan, you may feel that they are old and

dirty, and wonder why they are famous. When this happens, try to remember the concept Zuisenji Temple

of wabi-sabi. HRF

There are convenience stores everywhere in Japan.
Quite often, there are even a few convenience stores on the
same block and almost next to one another. If you go to the
suburbs, you can sometimes see several convenience stores
with large car parks along the same road. Many convenience
stores are open 24 hours a day throughout the year.

Convenience stores sell various things, including food,
such as meal boxes, side dishes, rice balls, sandwiches,
drinks, desserts, frozen food, and sweets, stationery,
cosmetics, clothing, smartphone items, books, magazines,
and umbrellas. You can also buy alcohol and cigarettes at
convenience stores in Japan.

You can also use various services at convenience

stores, such as delivery services to send out packages. You

can forward your packages to a convenience store and pick

them up there at your convenience. You can collect tickets for concerts or other events that you have booked on-

line, and also pay for taxes and public utilities such as electricity bills. You can use the machines at convenience

stores to make photocopies, print out data, and send faxes. There are also ATMs to take out money from.
Convenience stores are essential to everyday life in Japan.

The floors of a building are counted differently in different countries. In the American way, the floor that is on the
same level as the ground is the first floor, and the next level up is the second floor. In contrast, in the European way, the
floor that is on the same level as the ground is the ground floor, and the next level up is the first floor. In some coun-
tries, there may not be a standard way of counting the floors and different counting methods may be used for different
buildings.

Japan uses the American way of counting the floors of a building. The floor that is on the same level as the ground
is the first floor, the next level up is the second floor, and after that the third and fourth floors, and so on.

When counting basement floors, one floor below the ground is the first basement floor (B1), followed by the second
basement floor (B2), and so on.

In fact,
foreigners have even said that Japanese people will melt if they get
wet in the rain! Many people will open their umbrellas immediately
if it rains even a little, so that they do not get wet. Many people
also always carry a foldable umbrella in their bags. You can buy a
plastic umbrella at a convenience store or a kiosk at a station. A
plastic umbrella is made of transparent plastic, and costs around
300 to 500 yen each at a convenience store. You can also buy an
umbrella at 100 yen at a 100-yen shop. This is why some people
use the plastic umbrella like a disposable umbrella. They buy it at
a convenience store when it rains, and throw it away when they no
longer need it.

Sometimes, other expressions such as %ﬂib/ﬁ%i (Gentlemen / Ladies) are
used, or metaphors such as # /1 (Lord / Princess) are used. It would be safer if you remember these kanji characters.
However, since they usually also have pictures, you should generally be able to tell the difference quite easily.
Recently, 2ncohoL (accessible toilets) and ZHesE h oL (multi-
functional toilets) have also become more common. These are spa-
cious toilets that users can enter in their wheelchairs or with their baby
strollers. They may be equipped with changing tables for changing baby
diapers, or facilities for ostomates. A multifunctional toilet can be used
by both men and women, and is shown by a green sign. When entering,
push the B8 (open) button to open the automatic door. Once you are inside,
push the B (close] button to shut and lock the door. People who need a

multifunctional toilet have priority, but anyone can use it if it is empty.
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There are many public toilets in Japan. There is usually one nearby, in places such as stations, airports, depart-
ment stores, and convenience stores. If you are out in town, you should be able to find a toilet quite easily. Most public
toilets in Japan are free of charge.

Elevators in Japan have buttons for the floors, and also B8 (open) and 3
(close] buttons. You hold down the B8 button to keep the door open when there
are still people getting into and out of the elevator, for example. So when is the
B button used? This is the button used to close the door quickly when there is
no one else getting in or out. Depending on the country, an elevator may or may
not have a button for closing the door, and the close button may or may not be
used. In Japan, you are expected to push the B button immediately when it is
clear that no one else is going to get into or out of the elevator. If the person
standing near the buttons does not push the 3 button, but simply waits for the
door to close when no one else is getting in or out of the elevator, other people
may become annoyed. They may also reach out from the side to push the
button.

For this reason, people often offer the
LS 5-yen coin to shrines. The 5-yen coin is also the only coin that does not have an Arabic numeral
written on it. It only has the kanji characters for five yen written on both the front and back.
The 5-yen and 1-yen coins are not accepted by vending machines. If you try to force them into the machine,
you may damage the machine, so don't do it.
The 500-yen coin will also be updated in 2021 to become a two-colored coin.

When you are shopping in your country, do you have to
ask for the price? If you are buying something in a shop in Japan,
the price will be shown most of the time. Usually, if you look
closely at a product, you will find a price tag on it. You may also
find the price shown on the display shelf. It is not common to
negotiate the prices and ask for a discount, except at electronics
stores.

However, as shown in the main text, there are also
places where the prices of products are often not shown, or
where the price tags or displays are difficult to find. Some
examples are flea markets, when buying directly from farmers,

and at shops run by private owners.
If you ask for the price but do not understand the answer, you can ask the staff to write it down for you or type it

out for you on a smartphone calculator.

Korokke is made by boiling and mashing potatoes, and mixing the
potatoes with minced meat and onions. This mixture is then coated with
breadcrumbs and deep-fried in oil. There is also cream korokke made
with Japanese white sauce or bechamel sauce, instead of potatoes. It is
said that the European dish croquette was introduced to Japan during the
Meiji era and this turned into the korokke in Japan today.

You can buy korokke cheaply at the ready-made food section in super-
markets, and the section for deep-fried food at the butchers. You can buy it
as a convenient side dish for your meal. It is also sold as a frozen food, and

is a popular dish to include in meal boxes.
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A similar food that is made with minced meat, without any potatoes, is known as menchi-katsu. Menchi-katsu is
often sold together with korokke. This is a popular side dish too.
Korokke and menchi-katsu are usually served with soosu (a black, Japanese-style sweet and savory sauce).

Onigiri (rice balls) are made by adding ingredients to rice. The rice with ingredients
inside is shaped into triangles, and wrapped with grilled seaweed. Onigiri are some-
times also called omusubi. Depending on the region, they may be made into a barrel
shape instead of triangles. An onigiri can be made with steamed rice with red beans or
rice cooked with various ingredients, instead of white rice. In these cases, it is some-

times not wrapped with grilled seaweed.

A wide range of onigiri is also available at convenience stores. Some are simple
with fillings such as plum, kelp, salmon, cod roe, or tuna. Others are fancy, such as
beef sukiyaki or salmon roe pickled with soy sauce. There are also onigiri specialty
stores with showcases that are full of many different types of onigiri. As described
in the main text, when buying onigiri from a specialty store, you have to tell the staff
which onigiri you want and how many you want to buy.

Onigiri is also simple to make on your own. Places like the 100-yen shop and
supermarkets also sell frames for making onigiri. You can use them to make onigiri

easily without trying to shape them with your own hands.

You can then read comic books
or use the Internet in the booth. You can pay hourly, or

sometimes pay for a package of a few hours. There are
also places that use the name “Internet café.” You can
use the Internet and read as many comic books as you
want at a manga-kissa and in an Internet café. So, both
types of cafés are generally the same. However, some
Internet cafés may not have comic books.

Other than reading comic books and using the
Internet, you can also usually have free refills of soft
drinks at a manga-kissa. Many manga-kissa are open
24 hours, offer booths at cheap rates, and have shower

rooms. This is why many travelers save on their travel
expenses by staying at manga-kissa instead of hotels. Some people spend the night at manga-kissa when they miss
the last train after drinking late into the night, instead of taking a taxi home.

If you want to take a holiday during Golden Week, you
need to make plans early and book your hotel and transportation early. Hotels, air tickets, and other costs are general-
ly higher during Golden Week. The highways and sightseeing spots also become crowded.

There is also Silver Week in September. This is a continuous holiday of Respect for the Aged Day on the third Mon-
day of September, Autumnal Equinox Day around September 22 or 23, and the public holidays before and after them.
There is a law that, if there is one day between these two holidays, this day will also be a public holiday. However, Silver
Week is always shorter than Golden Week.

Tokyo Disney Resort is a theme resort in Urayasu City, Chiba Prefecture. It
has two theme parks, Tokyo Disneyland and Tokyo DisneySea. Disneyland is a
similar theme park to the ones in the United States and China. There are seven
themed lands, such as Tomorrowland and Fantasyland, around the symbolic
Cinderella’s castle. DisneySea is a unique theme park that is only in Japan. It is
based on the theme of the sea. There are various attractions in each theme park,
and shows are performed several times a day.

Tokyo Disney Resort becomes very crowded on weekends and national
holidays, year-end and New Year holidays, and during school holidays such as
summer and spring breaks. You may sometimes have to wait several hours to
get on aride. It is a good idea to make preparations and plans before you go. For
example, you can download the official app and get the FASTPASS (a ticket that
gives you priority for getting on a ride or entering an attraction without waiting).
Entry into the resort itself is sometimes restricted when it is very crowded. So, if
you have decided on the date of your visit, you should buy the tickets for the spe-
cific date in advance.

The Shinkansen is a high-speed rail that connects Japanese cities. It
travels at speeds of 250 to 300 km/h. There are nine Shinkansen routes in
Japan, and some other routes are under construction (2020). Using the
Shinkansen, you can travel from Tokyo to Kyoto in about 2 hours and 20
minutes.

The Shinkansen timetable is managed in seconds, and the average
delay time is just 24 seconds. It is quiet and comfortable in the train. You
can sometimes buy drinks and meal boxes from staff with shopping carts

on the train.

Mt. Fuji is the highest mountain in Japan with an altitude of
3,776 m. However, it is also popular because anyone can climb it
and reach its summit. Regular people can only climb Mt. Fuji in
summer, in July and August. The mountain huts are also opened
during this period. From children to adults, anyone can try to
climb Mt. Fuji.

The summit is 20 degrees colder than on flat land, so it is
necessary to wear warm clothes such as sweaters even in sum-
mer. Some tourists do not know this. They reach the summit of

Mt. Fuji in T-shirts and shorts, and look like they are freezing. Be
sure to dress warmly.

If you want to reach the summit of Mt. Fuji, a popular climbing plan is to take the bus to the fifth station and start
climbing around noon. You will then get to a mountain hut at the eighth or ninth station at night, have dinner and take a
nap. Then, you will start climbing again around 2 a.m. to catch the goraikoo (sunrise from the top of a mountain). Stay-
ing at a mountain hut also helps your body gradually get used to
the air pressure on a high mountain. If the weather is fine, you
can enjoy spectacular views from the climbing path or the sum-
mit, such as the night views of Tokyo and Yokohama, stars in the
sky, a sea of clouds, and the sunrise.

There is a shrine at the summit of Mt. Fuji that many
climbers visit. Surprisingly, there is also a post office, toilets,
and vending machines at the summit. The highest point of Mt.
Fuji is Kengamine. It is a 30-minute walk from the shrine at the
summit, along the crater. If you do not reach Kengamine, you

cannot say that you have reached the highest point of Japan.

Many people also
start learning Japanese in order to watch Japanese animation.

Japan began exporting its TV animation to other countries around the 1970s.
Children around the world became fans of these shows without even knowing
that they were Japanese animation. During the 1990s, people began to recognize
it as a part of Japanese culture, and the word “anime” became widely used for
Japanese animation. Animated films such as AKIRA directed by Otomo Katsuhiro,
Ghost in the Shell directed by Oshii Mamoru, and Princess Mononoke directed by
Miyazaki Hayao are popular around the world. After that, the distribution of DVDs
and spread of online streaming sites helped promote Japanese animation even
more widely around the world. There are TV series such as Dragon Ball, Mobile
Suit Gundam, Neon Genesis Evangelion, and Case Closed. There are also game
adaptations such as Pokémon, and films such as Spirited Away and In This Corner

of the World. Many of these works have won over many fans and are appreciated AKIRA"
worldwide.

Your Name is an original feature film directed by Shinkai Makoto. It was released in 2016. It is a science fiction story
about a girl and a boy who switch bodies across time and space. The film was a hit, especially its beautiful images.
These were based on actual places, re-created in great detail. The final scene was set on the stairs of Suga Shrine in
Yotsuya, Shinjuku, which became famous among fans of anime. As explained in the main text, anime fans are motivated
to visit the actual places shown in the animation to make “pilgrimages.”

Doraemon was originally a manga by Fujiko F. Fujio. It was made into a TV animation. The story is about how Doraemon,
the robot from the future, uses magical gadgets to help the boy Nobita. Doraemon is a nationally loved character that
everyone in Japan knows. Today, it has been exported to many countries, and is very well-known around the world.

As there are many volcanoes in Japan, hot springs can be found in
many parts of Japan. There are about 3,000 hot springs in Japan, and you
can visit a hot spring anywhere in the country. Beppu Onsen, which appears
in the main text, is a hot spring area in Oita Prefecture of Kyushu. It is
famous as Japan’s top hot spring area for the number of hot spring sources
and hot spring yield. There are a number of other famous hot spring areas
in Japan. For example, there is Kusatsu Onsen in Gunma Prefecture, which
is well-known for strongly acidic waters that contain sulfur. There is also
Nyuto Onsenkyo in Akita Prefecture, which still retains the atmosphere of
traditional hidden hot springs.

You can swim in the sea from around April to around October. In winter, minimum temperatures are rarely below
ten degrees centigrade. The climate in Okinawa is pleasant because of its constant temperatures. However, July
to October is typhoon season. Okinawa experiences about ten typhoons per year.

® #&fER Cherry blossoms and hanami

Light pink cherry blossoms bloom from the end of March to April. It
is a clear sign of spring. Cherry blossoms come at the same time as the
new academic and fiscal year. So, they are associated with the beginning
of school and graduation.

Before cherry blossom season, weather reports predict when
cherry blossoms will begin and finish blooming.

However, it depends on the region
and altitude. You can get fall foliage information online. For
example, when the leaves begin to change color or fall to the
ground.

The sound of a group
of cicadas together is known as semi-shigure (chorus of cicadas). Semi-shigure is often
used as a sound effect to signify summer in television, movies, and anime.

Also, people avoid making
another person wait for an arrangement or meeting. They will typically arrive at
the pre-arranged place on time or a little early.

If you are late (five or ten minutes), you should contact the other person as soon
as possible. This is done so the other person will not worry or become irritated.

However, people’s feelings about time are different from generation to generation, place to place, and situation to
situation. In Japan, there are people who are relaxed about time and often arrive late. In addition, Japanese people are
punctual when it comes to starting times but not punctual when it comes to finishing times. Therefore, foreigners are

sometimes surprised to see business meetings continue past their scheduled end times and people working long after
the time their workday should end.

Supermarkets sell common
side dishes that families often make at home and hard-to-prepare side
dishes that are not easily made at home.

People who are too busy to cook like cooked-dish sections in super-

markets. Some people also use this section to buy some healthy food.

Yakitori (grilled chicken) is made by grilling small pieces of
chicken on wood or bamboo skewers. It is rarely made at home.
Instead, you can buy yakitori from a supermarket or convenience

store. You can also order yakitori at an izakaya (Japanese-style
pub). A restaurant specializing in yakitori is called a yakitori-ya.
There are various types of yakitori from different parts of the chicken. For example, liver, seseri [neck meat],
and sasami (breast meat). Other popular items include negima, which is chicken meat and green onions, and tsukune,
which is minced chicken meat.
Yakitori is mainly seasoned with salt or tare (sauce). Tare is based on soy sauce and tastes sweet.

If you have an allergy, you should check food labels when food is purchased. This is to check if the food contains
allergens. In Japan, by law, food must be labeled with an allergy notice if it contains eggs, milk, wheat, shrimp, crab,
peanuts, and buckwheat. However, food with these ingredients can be labeled with different names. For example, egg
might be labeled as omelet, and milk might be labeled as ice cream. Therefore, if you have an allergy, pay attention to
the different ways ingredients might be labeled. In addition, side dishes at a supermarket, lunch boxes, and meals at
restaurants do not have to label allergens. So, you will need to check if there are allergens with store or restaurant
staff.

® BPBEXE Tamago-yaki

Tamago-yaki (rolled omelet) is a common home-cooked dish. It is eaten for break-
N, fast and in obento meals. To make tamago-yaki, stir eggs well, add salt, soy sauce,
mirin, sugar, soup broth, or other seasoning. Slowly pour the egg into a frying pan with
oil and fry the egg while rolling it. People flavor their rolled omelets in various ways. In
the Kanto region, people usually like a sweet rolled omelet. In the Kansai region, people
usually like a savory rolled omelet. Many different ingredients can be used. For example,

green onions, spinach, shirasu (young sardines), and mentaiko (spicy cod roe).

® BIFBMEE Okonomiyaki

Okonomiyaki (Japanese-style pancake) is made with cabbage, meat,
seafood, and other ingredients. These ingredients are added to flour and
water (batter]. Then, it is cooked on a griddle. Kansai-style okonomiyaki is
made by mixing the batter with the ingredients before grilling. Hiroshima-style
okonomiyaki is made by layering the batter and ingredients on the griddle
without mixing them first. At okonomiyaki restaurants in Osaka and Hiroshima,
the restaurant staff will cook the okonomiyaki for you. In contrast, in Tokyo,
the customers usually grill okonomiyaki on griddles at their own tables.

In Japan, a personal seal is needed for official purposes. For example, to
submit documents to a government office, open a bank account, and receive
a delivery at home. There are many seal shops with a range of family names.
They can cost several hundred yen. A seal with a foreigner’s family name will
have to be specially made for a few thousand yen depending on the material,
size, and other things.

Sometimes, a foreigner can use a signature instead of a seal. However,
some government offices and banks might only accept a seal. Seals can be
made with alphabetical, katakana, and kanji characters. So, some foreigners
get them for official purposes.

In Japan, since April 1, 2019, employees must take paid leave. 10 days of paid leave are given each year if (1) an
employee worked for six or more months at the same company, (2) worked on 80% of the working days during that
period. Also, it is the company’s responsibility that employees with paid leave take at least five days of paid leave in a
year. This is also true for contract and part-time employees. In addition, it depends on the length and number of hours
of work. A company which does not do this could be punished with prison or a fine.

The Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare can give advice and take questions in different languages. It also has a
telephone service in different languages for foreigners working in companies that do not give paid leave correctly.

If you need to go to the hospital after it has closed (such as on a holiday), go to the overnight reception or emergency

room. If you are seriously ill, you should call an ambulance. The emergency telephone number in Japan is 1-1-9. If there is
someone nearby, say “HEEETAT 2 (Please call an ambulance).” There is no fee for calling an ambulance in Japan.
Some hospitals may arrange interpreters if you cannot speak Japanese. Also, there are clinics and hospitals

which welcome foreigners. You can find them on the official website of the Japan National Tourism Organization (JNTO)

@® REDEHUA How to refer to family members

In Japanese, there are different words used to talk about a father (chichi or otoosan) and mother (haha or okaasan).
Here is how to use the words: you use chichi (father) and haha (mother] to talk about your own family and otoosan (father)
and okaasan (mother] to talk about another person’s family. However, they are based on the situation, the age of the
speaker, and other things. Use these words as previously described in formal situations. For example, at work or when
talking to an older person. In an informal situation, such as with friends, or when the speaker is a student, the speaker
will talk about their own parent as otoosan or okaasan. Also, they will talk about their older sibling as oniisan (older
brother) or oneesan (older sister). For example, you could see a young professional athlete talk about their own father
as otoosan [father) when interviewed on television. When you hear a young Japanese person talk about a family member
as otoosan, okaasan, oniisan, or oneesan, think about whose family member they are talking about.

Please remember not to attach -san (an honorific) to a word used to talk about someone younger in the family
than you. For example, otooto (younger brother], imooto (younger sister), musuko (son), or musume (daughter]).

In Japan, you should notify the city office of your child’s name within
fourteen days of their birth. To choose a name, you can search the meanings
and pronunciations of kanji characters in books of baby names. The meaning
of the kanji characters could be a good fortune for the child’s future.

Popular names are changing. In the past, girls’ names usually ended
in F (-ko). Also, boys’ names with characters showing the order they were
born, like — (ichi, meaning number 1) and = (ji, meaning number 2J, were
popular. These are not used as much now. First names with a single kanji
character are popular today. For example, & (Ren). There is a limited number
of kanji characters that can be used in names. However, there is no limit on

® M Giving a toast

The custom of giving a toast and raising our
glasses when drinking alcoholic beverages with others
happens worldwide. We say kanpai (cheers) to give a
toast in Japanese! The word kanpai uses kanji characters
that mean (1) you are taking a full cup (#) and (2)
emptying it (&n). You do not have to finish the cup
of alcohol. You should take a sip after the toast. After
that, you can drink whenever you want.

At a party or other gathering, everyone participates
in the toast to start the event. It is common for people to
wait to drink until after the toast. In addition, the person
giving a toast is usually the highest-ranked person or
the guest of honor. When a toast is given, you should
touch your glass with the other peoples’ and take a sip.

Some people clap their hands afterwards.

In Japan, a limit on overtime hours became a law in April 2019. By this law, you may not work more than forty-five
hours of overtime a month and 360 hours of overtime a year. If a company forces an employee to work more than the
law allows, they may be punished. Overtime done without a proper record or without compensation is known as saabisu
zangyoo (unpaid overtime). This is also illegal.

If you work more than the law allows or have unpaid overtime, you should contact the authorities.

Bicycles are
a light vehicle under the Road Traffic Act. It is against the law to ride a bicycle if you have been drinking alcohol.

You must ride a bicycle on the left side of the road. You are allowed to ride a bicycle on a sidewalk for safety
reasons. However, you should give pedestrians priority. You are not allowed to do the following things while riding a
bicycle: riding while drunk, riding double, riding with an open umbrella in hand, and riding while using a mobile phone
or wearing earphones. You should follow traffic rules when riding a bicycle. If you break a rule, you could get a fine or
another punishment.

Furai is food made by breaded, deep-fried seafood or vegetables.
It is a standard menu option at restaurants with set meals. It is an
example of the Western-style cuisine known as 5%# that developed
in Japan beginning in the 1900s. Different versions of furai food use
different ingredients. For example, ebi-furai (fried shrimp), aji-furai
(fried horse mackerel), ika-furai (fried squid), and kaki-furai (fried

oysters). Mikkusu furai (mixed deep-fried food) has several of these
ingredients.

Food made by deep-frying meat coated with breadcrumbs is called katsu. For example, ton-katsu (pork cutlet),
chikin-katsu (chicken cutlet), and menchi-katsu (minced meat cutlet]). However, there is no clear distinction between
furai and katsu.

® BBRIETHDRETDULA How to pay your bills in a restaurant

Depending on the restaurant, you can pay your bill at the cash register or at your table. If you should pay at a cash
register, a bill will be put on your table. You bring this bill to the cash register when you are ready to leave. If you do not
get a bill on your table, you can ask the server for the bill and they will bring it to you. Then, you can pay at your table.

Generally, restaurants where you pay at the table tend to be more expensive. People in Japan do not leave tips.
Sometimes, a service charge of around ten percent is included in the bill at expensive restaurants and hotels.

If you eat with a group of people, one person can pay for everyone or you can pay separately. If the restaurant is
very busy, they may refuse to pay separately. When you split the bill equally between everyone, it is called warikan
(splitting the cost). Warikan is a common practice in Japan. It is not common for someone to pay for another person’s
meal. However, someone might pay for another person due to a difference in age or because of their relationship.

® RUYIN— “Drink bars”

A “drink bar” is a section in a restaurant where guests
can get their own drinks. If you order the drink bar option,
go to the drink area and get anything you want to drink
yourself. A drink bar is typically “all-you-can-drink.” This
means you can have as many drinks as you want.

A drink bar might have both hot drinks, such as coffee
and tea, and cold drinks, such as iced tea and juice. Some
restaurants have soup in their drink bars, but other restau-
rants might charge separately for soup. Other restaurants
also have drink bars.

These days you can also find drink bars in Internet
cafés, karaoke, fast food restaurants, and even kaiten-zushi
(conveyor belt sushi) restaurants.

Ramen is a Japanese noodle meal. It originated from a Chinese noodle
meal, which changed when it came to Japan. Japanese ramen has spread
worldwide.

There are different kinds of ramen based on the soup flavor. For example,
shoyu ramen (soy sauce ramen), shio ramen (salt ramen), and miso ramen. Ramen
served in a milky soup made from pork bone broth is known as tonkotsu ramen (pork
bone ramen).

In different parts of Japan, you can find local variations called gotoochi ramen.
For example, Hakata ramen in Fukuoka has thin noodles served in tonkotsu soup.
Sapporo ramen in Sapporo, Hokkaido, is often made by adding butter and corn to
miso-based soup. Kitakata ramen in Fukushima features thick curly noodles in a
light, soy sauce-based soup.

You can find local food in different parts of Japan.
Discovering these local specialties is fun when traveling
in Japan. For example, toriten is a tempura food made
with chicken. It is a food of Oita Prefecture. Japan has
many famous local cuisines. For example, kiritanpo-nabe
(hot pot with rice sticks, chicken, and vegetables) from
Akita, hitsumabushi (eel fillets cooked with soy-flavored
sauce] from Nagoya, sanuki-udon (thick udon) from Kagawa,
chanpon (noodles with seafood, vegetables, and other
ingredients) from Nagasaki, and gooya chanpuruu (bitter
melon stir-fry) from Okinawa. Each of these is made

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Soy sauce / Soosu (sauce) / Tsuyu (soup) / Tare (dipping sauce)

There are many different seasonings
and flavorings which add flavor to food.

Soy sauce is the most used seasoning
in Japanese cuisine. Soy sauce is made from
soybeans. You can use it with sashimi and
sushi or to flavor Japanese food.

Soosu is a word borrowed from English.
In Japanese it is black Worcestershire sauce
used on deep-fried foods such as tonkatsu. If
you are talking about any other kind of sauce,
you need to explain it with a word before
sauce. For example, tartar sauce, peanut sauce, or demiglace sauce.

Tsuyu is a seasoning made by combining soy sauce, soup stock, saké, mirin, and other ingredients. You can use
tsuyu by dipping food into it. This is how you eat tempura and soba. However, tsuyu is not just used for dipping. It can
also be used to flavor Japanese food.

Tare is a strong sauce. Food is dipped into the tare before eating it. For example, yakiniku-no-tare (tare that you
dip grilled meat into), and goma-dare (sesame-based tare), used with shabu-shabu. Other sauces for dipping foods of
non-Japanese meals are called tare in Japanese.

Maki-zushi (rolled sushi) is a type of sushi. It is made by putting rice and other ingre-
dients on top of seaweed, and then rolling everything into a roll. Temaki-zushi (hand-rolled
sushi) is a type of maki-zushi. In this case, the person eating the rolled sushi makes it
themselves.

Temaki-zushi is easy to make, so it is a popular food for home parties. Ingredients
for temaki-zushi are tuna, salmon, shrimp, and other types of seafood. Also, cucumbers,
avocado, fried eggs, kanpyoo (dried gourd shavings), and nattoo (fermented soybeans).

Yaki-imo (baked sweet potato) is made by baking whole sweet potatoes un-
der low heat. A sweet potato baked with heated stones is known as ishiyaki-imo.
People say it is sweeter than a sweet potato baked in the usual way. During winter
in Japan, people sell yaki-imo from food trucks. You might see a food truck going

slowly through the streets and hear a voice coming from its speakers “Yaki-imo...
ishiya... ki-imo... yakitate...” (this means, “Get your freshly made ishiyaki-imo
here”). However, number of food trucks has gone down in some regions. You will

often find fresh yaki-imo baked in electric ovens in supermarkets. Depending on
size, a single yaki-imo will cost between 500 yen and 700 yen. If you want to pay a
low price, you can say, “500/55 <720 (I'd like one piece worth 500 yen, please)” when you buy it.

Shabu-shabu is a meal of thinly sliced meat
dipped in boiling soup stock. Pick up a piece of
meat using chopsticks and put it in the soup. Beef
or pork is typically used for shabu-shabu. Beef is
more common in the Kansai region and pork is more
common in the Kanto region. In the Hokuriku region,
you can also enjoy buri-shabu, which is made with
yellowtail. Shabu-shabu could be expensive, but you

can eat it cheaply at chain restaurants.

The shabu-shabu meat and soup do not have very strong flavors, so you can dip the meat in goma-dare (sesame
dipping sauce) or ponzu (a type of vinegar) before eating it. This makes it more flavorful. These days, chain restaurants
introduce different ways of eating shabu-shabu. Some restaurants flavor the soup stock sukiyaki-style, tomato-flavored,
or curry-flavored soup.

At the end of a shabu-shabu meal, you can add udon or ramen noodles to the soup. Also, you can add rice and
eggs to make a rice porridge. Adding carbohydrates at the end of a meal like this is called shime (ending). It is one of
the joys of eating Japanese hot pot cuisine like shabu-shabu.

The Fuji Goko (Fuji Five Lakes] region is at the bottom of Mt. Fuji on the
north side (the side that is part of Yamanashi Prefecture). The lakes formed
when lava from the volcano blocked a nearby river. The area is a popular tourist
attraction where you can see Mt. Fuji. This location is not too far from Tokyo. It
takes approximately two hours by bus from Shinjuku. Therefore, many people
come from Tokyo.

Kawaguchi Lake and Yamanaka Lake are the biggest and most famous of
the Fuji Five Lakes. At these lakes, you can ride a boat or rent a bicycle.

This area has many tourist destinations including art galleries and parks. Fuji-Q

beautiful views of Mt. Fuiji. You can enjoy these places even on a day trip.

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® EENZ Highway buses

Highway buses connect cities and tourist destinations throughout Japan by
traveling on highways and expressways. It is cheaper than a Shinkansen or air-
plane. The buses are good for people who want to travel cheaply and are okay with
longer travel times. For example, if you want to travel between Tokyo and Osaka,
you might pay 10,000 to 20,000 to travel by airplane, or 14,000 yen to travel by
Shinkansen. However, a highway bus might cost between 3,000 and 5,000 yen. Many of them depart at night and arrive

at the destination by morning. It is a good way to use your time effectively.

Some highway bus tickets cost a little more but offer more space between seats and other comfortable features.

Hotels in many countries around the world are all quite similar. However, hotels in other countries will nor-

mally charge per room and not according to the number of guests. In Japan, sometimes the hotel cost depends on
the number of guests in a room. A hotel may be strict about check-in and check-out times. You may be charged
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more to enter a room earlier or leave a room later than the usual time (even if no one else will use the room).
A bijinesu hoteru (business hotel) is mostly for guests on business trips rather than tourists. They are usu-
ally cheaper. This is because the rooms are usually smaller and have less facilities.

A minshuku is an accommodation that is smaller than a ryokan
or hotel. Many of them are managed by families. The room fee usually
includes dinner on the first day and breakfast the next morning. How-
ever, meals are usually homemade by the owner of the facility. These
private lodgings are cheaper than hotels and inns. They have less
facilities and services. Private lodgings are often not registered with
online hotel booking sites. So, you might have to ask about them at a
local tourism information center. If you wish to make a booking in ad-
vance, you can check guide books or the Internet, and then call to make

a reservation.

If you visit a tourist area, you might find accommodations called gesuto hausu (guest houses) where you can
stay overnight for a low charge. Each guest has their own bed, but many guests stay in the same room (an aibeya
is a word used for a room shared by random guests). A guest house will also have a salon and common room
where guests can talk with each other. Guest houses are a good option because they are cheap, and you can talk
with the other people staying there.

You can buy tickets for the Shinkansen P VAT
(bullet train) at JR (Japan Rail] station windows, ¢ w 7~;’°@u%%0)§
automatic ticket vending machines, and online. ' I ¢ @ WR*s
You can only buy a ticket from a station window
during open hours. You might have to wait in a
line. However, it is convenient for people who do
not know how to buy a ticket, because the per-
son at the window can help you select the cor-
rect ticket. They will ask you questions about the
date and time of travel, number of people, where
you want to sit, and so on. To buy a ticket online,
you need to sign up on the official website of the
railway company. This is a good method because

you can buy a ticket immediately, and you do not
need to wait in line.

When you take the Shinkansen, you will need two types of tickets: a uﬁ%ﬁ%}ulrailway ticket) and %= (limited

express ticket). The cost of a railway ticket is the cost that you must pay for the journey. The cost of a limited express
ticket is the additional fee for taking the Shinkansen, limited express train, or any other special train that is faster
than a regular train.

There are two types of limited express tickets: a $5® (reserved seat) ticket and B/ (non-reserved seat) ticket.
With a reserved seat ticket, you can reserve a seat before traveling. With a non-reserved seat ticket, you can sit in any
empty seat in a car with non-reserved seats. A non-reserved seat ticket is cheaper, but you might not be able to find a
seat if the train is crowded. Also, there is a part of the train called the JU—vE (green car). By paying more money, you
can sit in an upgraded seat and receive first-class service. You cannot ride in a green car without a green car ticket.

Shinkansen tickets go on sale at 10:00 a.m. one month before the date of travel. You can still buy a Shinkansen
ticket on the day of travel. However, if the reserved seats are fully booked, you may not be able to buy the ticket you
want. For this reason, you should buy your ticket as soon as possible.

Kushi-katsu, also called kushi-age, is made by putting meat, veg-
etables, and seafood onto bamboo sticks, covering them in batter, and
deep-frying them. It is a specialty in Osaka especially in the Minami and
Shinsekai areas. In Osaka, many restaurants specialize in kushi-katsu.
Sometimes, famous restaurants are so crowded you might wait in line for
an hour or more. Recently, these restaurants are getting more crowded

with foreign tourists as kushi-katsu gets more popular.

Before eating kushi-katsu, you can dip it in Worcestershire sauce. This sauce
is shared with other people, so if you bite it, do not dip it again. You should follow the
rule of ZEJFEL ('no double-dipping”) in kushi-katsu restaurants.

Takoyaki is made by putting pieces of octopus into wheat batter and grilling
it. It is grilled on a special grill that forms the dumplings into round balls. When
you are ready to eat it, put sauce, bonito flakes, and dried green seaweed on the
top. Takoyaki was first created in Osaka. It is popular with tourists and you can eat
it at many restaurants in the city. If you are not in Osaka, you can enjoy takoyaki at
a takoyaki restaurant. During festivals, you can
usually find a vendor selling takoyaki.

Yuba is made from soybeans. When you boil soymilk, a thin skin on the surface
is created. This skin is yuba. Yuba is written in kanji as 2% (boiled leaf) or & (boiled
wave). There are different types of yuba. For example, sashimi-yuba is eaten raw;
maki-yuba, is made of many layers of yuba; and hoshi-yuba is dried yuba. Yuba is
commonly used as an ingredient in shoojin-ryoori, a type of traditional vegetarian food
eaten at temples. So, it is common in places with many temples such as Kyoto, Nara,
and Nikko.

There are many different festivals in Japan. These include
large, famous festivals and smaller festivals in local communi-
ties.

During a festival, mikoshi (floats) are carried through the
streets by many people. A mikoshi is thought to be a vehicle of
the gods. Someone carrying a mikoshi wears a happi or hanten
(a type of coat] and ties a hachimaki (a type of towel) around their
head. Everyone carrying a mikoshi loudly chants “soiya, soiya” or
“wasshoi” and lifts it up and down.

The people who carry a mikoshi are different depending on

the region and festival. In some cases, only long-time residents of

the community can carry a mikoshi. In other cases, festival organizers ask for volunteers and
invite anyone to carry a mikoshi. If you want to help carry a mikoshi, contact the organizers
written on the poster.

A choonaikai (neighborhood association), sometimes called a jichikai (neighborhood council), is a voluntary
organization of local residents. You can find them in every area of Japan. Their goals are to organize local and friendly
activities. A neighborhood association might clean, watch for crime, hold community festivals, and run clubs for senior
citizens and children. Members of a neighborhood association pay a choonaikai-hi (neighborhood association member-
ship fee).

Many people, especially living in large city centers, do not join their local neighborhood association. However,
communicating with your neighbors can be helpful in your daily life. For example, if there is a natural disaster, you can
get information on evacuation centers, supplies of water, and evacuation resources.
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@ higDIEIR, BEHMR Local bulletin boards / Kairanban (circular notices)

Local bulletin boards are all over town. They share messages and notic-
es from the local municipal government or neighborhood association and news
about community activities. Bulletin boards have important information for the
community. For example, information on construction work, trash collection,
watching for crime, and news about the deaths of local people. You may also find
information on neighborhood events, such as local festivals, information on con-
certs, performances, club activities and information from businesses.

In addition to local bulletin boards, kairanban (circular notice) is another way
of sharing information from the municipal government or neighborhood associ-
ation. For kairanban, pieces of paper with information are put between pieces of
cardboard. The cardboard is passed from one home to the next. When you receive
a kairanban, put your seal or signature on the paper and pass it to the next home.
Each neighborhood has different rules about how to pass a kairanban. For this
reason, check the rules when you move into an area with this system.

If there is a disaster, announcements will broadcast advisories, warnings,
evacuation instructions, and other important information. These are broadcasted
from speakers in town and radio receivers in people’s homes. At other times, this
system broadcasts police information. For example, reminders about watching
for crime and missing people. This system also broadcasts announcements about
festivals and events.

The content and frequency of these broadcasts depends on the local govern-
ment and region. In some regions, the system broadcasts two or three times a
day at specific times. Disaster prevention radio broadcasting also has a message
to tell children to go home (“Children should go home now...”) with some music
from a children’s song each day at around five o'clock in the evening (varies from
season to season). These broadcasts are also a way to check that the system will
work well during a real disaster.
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® TtNKkE Fireworks shows

Fireworks displays are held throughout Japan, mainly in the summer.
They typically take place in parks or along coastal areas and riverbanks.
People gather at these sites to watch the fireworks. Food vendors are also
set up, so you can enjoy the feelings of a festival.

The size and number of people watching fireworks shows depends on
the area. Famous fireworks shows can have very many people. For example,
more than a million visitors attend the Sumida River Fireworks Festival in
Tokyo and the Nagaoka Festival Grand Fireworks Show in Nagaoka City,
Niigata Prefecture. These events have so many people that it is difficult
to walk. So, it is important to get a good spot to watch the fireworks show
early. Some fireworks shows have reserved seats with the best views.

A michi-no-eki (roadside station) has shops and rest facilities next
to a highway or other general roads.

There are
vendors selling local fruit and vegetables, restaurants with local spe-
cialties, and shops with local souvenirs. Some roadside stations might
have a scenic park, resource center, museum, or hot spring.

The Bon-odori is a festival held during the Obon

Anyone can participate in the Bon-odori, so try joining
the circle of dancers! There are also vendors around
the area. If you do not want to dance, you can buy food
and enjoy the festival.

A yukata is a simple type of kimono. It is made with thin cotton and has a belt.
You do not need to wear underwear with a yukata. People wear them during the summer
and at ryokans. Recently, men and women wear yukatas to summer festivals and
fireworks displays. The prices of yukatas are different. You can buy one cheaply with
a belt and wooden sandals. There are many styles. For example, traditional patterns
and modern Western styles. There are many videos online showing how to wear a
yukata. You should try it if you get the chance!

Flea markets are in parks, squares, or large parking lots, etc.
You can buy and sell used items. They are very popular in Japan. The
phrase is often shortened in Japanese as furima.

In other countries, businesses often sell an-
tiques at flea markets. However, people sell their used items cheaply

school contests. The theme for speeches de-
pends on the contest. However, the process is
usually the same. First, think about studying or
living in Japan as a foreigner. Second, write a
speech about it. Finally, give the speech in front
of an audience. Each speech is scored by judg-
es, and the winners are given awards. If you win
an award, you will usually receive a prize. You
could also be given other prizes. For example,
money, prepaid cards for purchasing books, local specialty goods, or products from a contest sponsor.

When applying for a speech contest, first write a speech. Then, send it to the contest organizer. The length of the speech
depends on the contest. So, read the application conditions carefully. The application process also varies from contest to
contest. For example, you might need to live in a certain city, or live in Japan for a certain amount of time. In general, anyone
who is not a Japanese native speaker is okay. Taking the challenge of a speech contest can be fun and a good way to practice
Japanese.
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Karaoke competitions

In a karaoke competition, people singing karaoke
songs to see who can sing the best. Many types of karaoke
competitions are held in Japan. These are also some-
times called nodojiman-taikai (singing competitions). Each
competition will have different application requirements.
Some competitions are free and some cost money to enter.
Some competitions offer prize money or gifts to winners
and some do not. For large, national competitions, first you
will need to send your sample song with your application.
In contrast, anyone can apply to and participate in smaller
karaoke competitions like at local festivals. For some com-

petitions, people decide on the spot to join.

New Year's Day is the biggest annual celebration in Japan. People generally do not work during the year-end and
New Year holidays. Many people go back to their hometowns, spend a relaxing time with their family, or go on trips.
There are some traditional customs people follow during this time.

Peo-
ple post New Year's cards at the end of the year and they are
delivered all at once on January 1. However, in recent years

These days, more and more people are exchanging New
e Year’s greetings using Messenger, LINE, or other messaging
apps. Some people post New Year’s greetings on social media.

On New Year’s Day, people eat special types of food. The main food is
osechi-ryoori (food served during the New Year's holiday). Osechi-ryoori is
the first meal of New Year's Day. It is beautifully packed in boxes with layers.
Osechi-ryoori can be made from many different dishes. Different regions
use different dishes. Many of these dishes represent good luck. For
example, kazunoko (herring roe) is a prayer for having children because
its name literally means “child of numbers”. Kuromame (black beans] is a
way to hope that you will be able to work hard because mame-ni means
“hardworking”. Kuri-kinton (mashed sweet potatoes with sweetened
chestnuts) represents a wish to become wealthy because of its golden
color.

Ozooni is another typical example of food eaten on New Year's Day. It
is a bowl of soup with rice cakes and other ingredients in it. The seasonings
and ingredients used to make ozooni are different from one region to the
next. For example, soup in the Kanto region is made by adding soy sauce
to clear soup. However, the soup in the Kansai region contains miso. The

rice cake is also either square or round, depending on the region.

® RMAMDH Coming-of-Age Day

Coming-of-Age Day is a national holiday on the second Monday
of January. It celebrates people who have recently become adults. On
Coming-of-Age Day, local governments hold special ceremonies (though
some places hold these ceremonies in spring or summer). A coming-of-
age ceremony is often held in a public hall or gymnasium. The local mayor
or guest of honor gives a speech, a famous person gives a lecture, and
there is a performance of music or dancing. People attending the ceremony
also get a gift. For some new adults, the best part of the event is seeing
friends from elementary school and junior high school who they haven't
seen for a long time.

Many women wear kimonos called haregi (best clothes) to the coming-
of-age ceremony. Men wear either kimonos or suits. It is a once-in-a-life-
time opportunity, so participants wear gorgeous kimonos or fashionable
clothing and take a photograph.

In Japan, people become an adult at age twenty. However, a law to
lower the age people become an adult from twenty years to eighteen
years will start in 2022. Local governments will probably choose the age
people should be when they attend the coming-of-age ceremony.

Hinamatsuri is a festival held on March 3. People pray for the health of girls.
If there is a girl in the family, the family will celebrate by displaying hina-ningyoo
(hina dolls). People eat chirashi-zushi (vinegared rice with various toppings on it),
which was mentioned earlier in this text. They also eat a sweet called hina-arare
(sweet rice crackers) and drink amazake (a sweet drink made from fermented rice).
Amazake can be made from either rice or saké lees. In the case of rice, the drink is
called saké but it contains no alcohol.

» % Tanabata (Star Festival)

Tanabata is a festival held on July 7. It was origi-
nally a Chinese festival. It is based on a legend that goes
like this: A long, long time ago, Orihime (Vega, the Weaver
Girl), daughter of the god of the heavens, fell in love with
a farmer named Hikoboshi (Altair). Because they both
stopped working, the god of the heavens got angry and
separated them with the Milky Way. The god allowed them to
meet only once a year on July 7.

On Tanabata, bamboo leaves are decorated with
pieces of colored paper. People cut colored paper into long
pieces called tanzaku (strips of paper). They write their

wishes on the tanzaku and attach them to the bamboo
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leaves. These days, you might find large decorated bamboo plants at train stations and shopping malls around
Tanabata time. Anyone can write their wish on a tanzaku and attach it to these bamboo plants.

Christmas is an event that came to Japan from the West. It is now a popular
seasonal event in Japan. In December, towns are decorated in Christmas decora-
tions and Christmas songs are played in public. However, Christmas in Japan has
almost no religious meaning. It is a commercial event and it is not a national holi-
day. People enjoy events with romantic partners and friends rather than spending
it with family.

In Japan, chicken is often eaten at Christmas. A certain chain of fried chicken
restaurants becomes so crowded on Christmas Eve that you need a reservation to
buy their food. Some families exchange gifts and eat Christmas cake. As soon as
Christmas is finished, decorations around town are quickly taken down and prepa-

rations for the New Year’s holiday begin.

Mochi (rice cake) is made by placing steamed mochigome (glutinous rice) into
an usu (mortar) and pounding it with a kine (pestle). Mochitsuki is the pounding of
rice cakes at the end of the year to prepare mochi for New Year's Day. In the past,
relatives would gather to make rice cakes or employees would make rice cakes at
work and bring some home. However, these customs are less common now. These
days, mochitsuki is usually done at New Year's events organized by schools, neigh-
borhood associations, and businesses. The pounding of rice cakes at these events
is sometimes called mochitsuki-taikai (rice-cake pounding event). There are some
rice-cake pounding event where anyone can join in and pound the rice cakes. You
might even be able to sample some freshly made rice cakes. If you have the chance,
you should try it yourself!

In Japan, a sooshiki (funeral) is held when someone dies.
A funeral has two ceremonies: an otsuya (wake or vigil] in the
evening and a kokubetsu-shiki (funeral service) the next day dur-
ing the day. Typically, you will attend both if you were close with

the dead person, and only one if you were not so close.

At a funeral, you should wear formal clothing called mofuku (mourning clothes), or black formal clothing. Men
should wear a black necktie with the mofuku. You can buy a black necktie from most convenience stores near train
stations or 100-yen shops. When you arrive at the funeral, you should bring money known as kooden (condolence money).
Put the kooden in a kooden-bukuro (envelope for condolence money) and write your name and address on the envelope.
You can also buy a kooden-bukuro from a convenience store or 100-yen shop. The amount of money you give will be be-
tween about 3,000 yen and 10,000 yen. This depends on your relationship with the dead person.

If you have a chance to speak with the dead person’s family at the funeral say, "CORVBERESFTUE (Please
accept my condolences).”

If the funeral is a Buddhist one, people will perform shookoo (burn or offer incense). The way to do this is different
depending on the sect. Generally, you should bow to the family of the dead person, then bow to the altar with the dead
person’s body, and then bow to monk. After this step, pinch a piece of incense and sprinkle it over the charcoal burning
in the incense burner. Next, face the altar, put your hands together, and pray.

Weddings in Japan come in different forms, but often a ceremony is held in a church or shrine. After that, a
hirooen (reception) or wedding party is held for invited family members, relatives, and friends. A reception often takes
place in a rented hotel venue and guests bring money known as goshuugi (gift money). If a person wants to have a party
with a casual, less formal atmosphere, they can book a restaurant for the wedding party instead. Some couples have
a "niji-kai (second party])” after the reception ends. A wedding party is often cheaper than a reception in a hotel and
guests pay to attend. The bride and groom will usually invite relatives and other important people to the reception and
friends to the party.

In Japan, you should not bring plants when visiting a patient in hospital. This is because a flowering plant with a
root suggests a link between #2f7< (“take root”) and &ff< ("staying in bed”). However, more hospitals these days do
not allow any live flowers (even bouquets). This is to prevent patients from getting diseases. Some hospitals have strict
rules about food for patients, so you are not allowed to bring gifts of food. If you plan on visiting someone in the hospital,
check the rules of the hospital before you go.

A shinchiku party (party for the construction of a new building) or shinkyo ohirome-kai (housewarming party) is
a party people hold when they have built a new home or bought a unit in a new condominium. They invite friends,
acquaintances, relatives, and neighbors. A party might also be held when a company has constructed a new building.
These parties can be small or large, depending on the person and the region. The parties can also be formal by invitation
or casual. Some people do not hold a party.

A gift for someone who has built a new home is called a shinchiku-iwai (gift to celebrate the completion of a
house). A shinchiku-iwai is sometimes given at a shinchiku party. If there is no party, people sometimes give a present
or congratulatory gift of money instead.

Some areas of Japan have unique regional customs at a party or banquet. Mentioned
earlier in this text, otoori is a way of drinking alcohol in Miyako Island, Okinawa Prefecture.
After the oya (“parent”) gives a speech, participants all take turns drinking an alcoholic
drink (weak awamori, an Okinawan liquor made from rice] from the same small glass.
There are other drinking customs, too. For example, in Kochi Prefecture there is a custom
involving kenpai (offering a drink) and henpai (offering a cup of saké in return). After saké is
poured by someone for a person of higher rank, the person of higher rank then pours saké
into the same glass for the person of lower rank and offers it in return.

There are also different and unique regional customs about how food is eaten, how

wedding ceremonies and funerals are held, and how annual events are celebrated. If you
live in Japan, you might get a chance to experience unique regional customs.

A food court is a spacious area with several small self-service food counters.
You can find them in shopping centers, large supermarkets, highway service areas,
and airports. Food court restaurants serve a variety of foods, including hamburg-
ers, fried chicken, ramen, curry, pizza, soba and udon noodles, gyudon (beef bowls],
sushi, takoyaki, and okonomiyaki. At a food court, you order your food at one of the
restaurants, pay for your food, receive your food,

and eat your meal wherever you want to sit. At
large food courts, you might receive a piece of
paper with a number on it after ordering your food. An electronic bulletin board will
display this number when the food is ready to be picked up. Alternatively, you might
be given a call bell after ordering your food. This bell will ring when the food is
done. In Japan, you are generally expected to return dirty plates to a mA (drop-off
point) after you finish eating.

When you enter a Japanese izakaya, you will first be served an oshibori
(steaming rolled-up cloth]) and a small bowl of food. This food is called
an otooshi (appetizer), or a tsukidashi. You do not order otooshi. A single
bowl of otooshi is served to each guest. It might seem like otooshi is free,

===

but it actually costs about 300 to 500 yen per bowl. Foreign tourists who
don’'t know about this custom may be upset that they have to pay for a dish they did not order. This custom is explained
in the text as a table charge. In popular tourist spots, izakaya sometimes have notices about otooshi that say: “There is
no tipping in Japan. Instead, we ask that each guest pay a table charge. In return, a single dish will be served for free.”
This explanation is generally accepted by foreign tourists.

Shirts, jackets, and other items of clothing generally show the
size with the letters S, M, and L. The range of sizes from smallest to
largest is as follows: XS =S = M — L — LL (XL/2L]) — 3L (XXL). For
sportswear, you will sometimes see a size 0. Size O means Over-

large and is the same as size LL.

Sometimes women’s clothing uses a number, such as size 9 or size 11. Generally, size 7 is a size S, size 9 is a
size M, size 11 is a size L, and size 13 is a size LL.

Sizes S, M, and L are also used outside of Japan. However, the actual sizes are different depending on the
country. For example, a size L American shirt might be the same as a size LL in Japan. On the other hand, a size L
for a Chinese shirt would be a size S or M in Japan.

The way of measuring and showing sizes for clothing is different depending on the country and the brand.
Stores will generally post a size chart. When you buy clothing, it is best to try it on and consult with a member of
staff.

The waist size for pants is often shown in centimeters. If you do not know your waist size, you can ask a
member of staff to measure it for you. In some cases, the sizes of clothing from the United States or other countries
outside of Japan are written using inches rather than centimeters.

If your pants fit your waist but not the length, you can get them shortened. Fixing the size of your clothing
is called onaoshi (tailoring). You can often get clothes altered free of charge at the store where you bought the
clothing. Sometimes they can do it on the same day you bring in your clothing. Sometimes it can take several
days to complete. If you want to get old clothing or pants altered, you can bring them to an onaoshi-shop (tailor) in
town and pay a fee.

The telephone numbers that you must always remember when you are in Japan
are 1-1-0 and 1-1-9. The telephone number for the police is 1-1-0. Call this number if you
need to contact the police about an emergency. For example, if you are the victim of a
crime (incident] or if you are involved in an accident. When you call 1-1-0, you will first
be asked whether you are calling about an “incident” or “accident”. The telephone num-
ber for the fire department is 1-1-9. Call this number if there is a fire or when you need
an ambulance. When you call 1-1-9, you will first be asked whether you are calling about
a fire or for an ambulance. When you call these numbers, you will be asked where you
are, what happened, your name, and how to contact you. Try to be calm.

If you are hurt or feel unwell but the situation is not very urgent and you don't know
whether you should call an ambulance, you can call # 7-1-1-9 to speak to an emergency

relief center in some places. You can then explain how you feel and get advice over the
phone. They will tell you whether you should call for an ambulance or go to a hospital on
your own.

Ambulances are free of charge in Japan.

® RAVbAH—BK Point cards

With a point card, you can earn points when you spend money in a store. You
can then exchange points for items or use them like money when shopping. You
can use some point cards, like the T Point Card and Ponta Card, at many different
stores. Other point cards are issued by a specific store, like an electronics store or

bookstore, and can only be used at that store. Some point cards have a magnetic
strip. Others put a stamp on a piece of paper.

With most cards you will earn about one point (one yen) for every 100 yen spent. Sometimes stores have sales
where you can earn double points. The sale will be for a limited time or for certain products only.

In Ja-
pan, stores often have sales in January and July after companies pay bonuses to their workers. Other types of sales
are held at any time of year. For example, store-opening sales are held when a new store opens. Store-closing and
store-renovation sales are held to get rid of products before a store closes or has renovations. You can find informa-
tion about sales on a store’s website or by checking your local community magazine.

Many special fairs are held through-
out the year at shopping malls and de-
partment stores. They display and sell
products with a specific theme for a lim-
ited time. Product exhibitions are fairs
for food or local products from a certain
area. For example, the Hokkaido Specialty
Products Exhibition and the Kyushu Spe-
cialty Products Exhibition. Another exam-
ple is exhibitions featuring famous ekiben
(box lunches sold at railway stations)
from all over Japan. Some fairs are held
for important dates, such as a Valentine’s fair in February, a fair for new students during entrance ceremonies in

April, or a Mother’s Day gift fair in May. Other fairs are seasonal, such as a New Year’s fair, summertime bonus fair,
or a fall season fair for new products.

You can
buy used clothing, books, and electronic goods at low prices through
an online flea market or auction website. Mercari and Yahoo!
Auctions are examples of these services. You can also use them via
smartphone and tablet apps.

You can also use these services to sell items that don’t want
anymore. When you want to sell something, create an account, take
photos of what you want to sell, write a description of the item,
decide on the price, and click shuppin (submit) to post the listing.

How to buy and pay for items, receive items, and sell items will
be different from one service to the next. You should read the instructions carefully before using one of these services.

In Japan, people generally do not negotiate prices in a store, although this

may be different depending on the region. Most stores show the price for each

=

item on a price tag.

However, it is common to negotiate the price when buying electronic goods
at an electronics store. In some stores, you might see the following phrase next
to the price tag: “Talk to us if this price is even one yen higher than another store.”
Try negotiating a better price by asking a member of staff, “L\<5IciEUZETH? (How
much can you sell this item for?)” You can also search for the price of the product
on the Internet and show it to the store employee.

Sometimes, customers ask for extra points instead of a lower price at an
electronics store. You can use these points when buying something in the future.

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® AHONIEfES #BHER Public cultural centers and sports centers

There are cultural centers, such as the fictional &<5~7
mentioned in the text, all over Japan. They are operated by local
governments and can be big or small. These centers are usually
in a large building. Inside this building you will usually find a main
hall for music concerts and theater performances, a library, a
reference center, an art gallery, and an information corner for
local attractions and products. These centers are sometimes
called a bunka sentaa or bunka kaikan (cultural center) or shimin
puraza [citizens’ plaza).

There are also public sports centers all over Japan. These

are known by various names, such as supootsu sentaa (sports
center) and shimin taiikukan (citizens’ gymnasium). They usually have a
gymnasium, outdoor playing field, swimming pool, martial arts hall, and
more. Some facilities also have a gym and bathing facilities which people
can use for a small fee.
Cultural facilities and sports facilities have different services and
different ways to use them depending on the area. They are public services
for local people and can be used in lots of different ways. Find out what

services your community has and how they can be used.

® XEEEE Libraries

Public libraries in Japan are run by local governments,
prefectures, or the national government. Local libraries are the
easiest to use on a daily basis. Libraries have many kinds of books
for people of all ages and backgrounds. They have many popular
books and books written by famous authors.

Some libraries have magazines, manga, and foreign-lan-
guage books. Many libraries also have CDs, DVDs, and other mul-
timedia materials that you can borrow free of charge. These days,
you can often browse a library’s catalogue online. Some libraries
even have live readings, movie showings, and other events.

To use the library, you will first need to sign up and get a
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library card. When you use a library for the first time, remember to bring a personal ID card with your address on it,
such as a residence card or driver’s license.

Yasashii Nihongo (easy Japanese] is simpler than regular Japanese. It uses simple characters, vocabulary, and
grammar. This makes it easier to understand for people who are not native Japanese speakers. For example, look at

these sentences: %ﬁﬁgb*‘glégb%brco il@&b‘C<fc“3mo (It means “A fire has broken out. Please evacuate.”) In Yasashii Nihon-
go, the sentences would look like this: XZE(H L) TH. %) (FTLREW, (It is written with simpler characters and mean
“Fire. Please escape.”)

The characteristics of Yasashii Nihongo include:

% Attaching phonetic guides to kanji characters or spelling words out using hiragana characters.
% Avoiding difficult words and using simple words.

% Avoiding difficult grammar.

% Keeping sentences as short as possible.

% Avoiding honorific forms.

Yasashii Nihongo is used for public announcements by local governments, especially in the event of a disaster.
There are also news websites that use Yasashii Nihongo. Foreign people living in Japan speak a variety of different lan-
guages. Yasashii Nihongo is being used more often so that as many people as possible can understand the messages.

If you want to have your clothing dry cleaned, you can take it to a dry clean-
er and pick it up again after it has been cleaned. Prices are different depending
on the store and region. Shirts, pants, and other everyday clothes cost several
hundred yen to clean. Items you can’t wash at home cost several thousand yen
to clean. For example, clothing made of leather or cashmere, clothing filled with
down feathers, and kimono. The length of time to finish cleaning depends on the
type of item. A regular shirt should take about two or three days. Some dry clean-
ers offer same-day service.

A dry cleaner offers a number of different services. Some dry cleaners also
clean footwear, bags, and stuffed animals. Some might even adjust clothing that
does not fit you. These days, dry cleaners are offering more services. Some plac-
es rent futon mattresses or keep coats and other winter clothing in storage for a

certain period of time.

By using a delivery service, you can send a package to almost
anywhere in Japan. Japanese delivery services are used by many
people to send packages quickly and accurately. You can use a deliv-
ery service in many ways. For example, you can send a package from
the airport to your home when you return to Japan from an overseas
trip. You can send souvenirs you bought on a trip to your home, or re-
ceive products you bought through a flea market app.

When using a delivery service, you normally bring the package
to a convenience store as mentioned in the text. If there is a delivery

service station nearby, you can also bring your package there. When

you send a package, you can choose to send it cash-on-delivery or prepaid. The shipping cost will depend on the size of

the package and the distance it will travel. You can also choose when (date and time) the package should be delivered.
If you are not at home when a package arrives, the delivery service will leave an absence notification in your mail-

box. When you see this notice, you can make a redelivery request either by phone or online. You can choose a date and

time for the package to be delivered again. You can also have it forwarded to a workplace or pick it up at a nearby con-

venience store.

There are two types of shop where you can get your hair cut in Japan: B (barbershops) and

=50z (beauty
salons). This is a legal difference, but for customers there is no major difference.

Barbershops are called FRESA i everyday language. Other words include A= and BEE. There is a red, blue,
and white pole outside these shops. Barbershops will cut and shampoo your hair and also shave your face. Most
customers of barbershops are men, but women can also go to a barbershop. You can usually go to a barbershop
without a reservation.

A E£55 (£5%) (beauty salon) is a place where you can get your hair shampooed, cut, colored, and permed. You can
also get your nails done, enjoy a head spa or massage, or get help with putting on a kimono or yukata. Most customers
are women, but many men also go to a beauty salon to get a haircut.

Prices at a barbershop or beauty salon vary from place to place. At a small independent barbershop, you will pay
about 3,000 to 4,000 yen per visit. At a big barbershop in front of a train station or in a shopping district, you might pay
between 1,500 and 2,000 yen for a cut, shampoo, and shave. At a beauty salon, the usual price is between 2,000 and 6,000
yen per visit for just a cut. A beauty salon with a famous stylist might charge 10,000 yen or more.

These days, there are many barbershops that offer only fast cuts that take about ten minutes. There are also
beauty salons that specialize in cutting and dying hair. At these salons you don't get your hair shampooed, so you can
get it cut for a low price of around 1,000 yen. These places can be found inside train stations, supermarkets, and shop-
ping areas.

The steps for using a barbershop or beauty salon are different depending on the place and style of hair. The pro-
cess will generally go like this:

These days, there are many foreign people living in Japan.
Local governments all over Japan are doing many things to help
foreign people live in Japan. Many local governments have a con-
sultation office called a Gaikokujin Soodan Center (Consultation
Center for Foreign Residents) where you can speak to people in
many different languages.

You can go to this office to get advice in different languages
about problems in your life. They can also teach you how to do ap-
plications and fill in forms. Some offices can do conference calls
with an interpreter. You can speak with an expert to get advice about
the law, welfare, or immigration and the interpreter will interpret

for you. Some local governments ask volunteers to communicate
information and rules to foreign people. They also ask the volunteers to communicate opinions and requests from foreign
people back to the government. Feel free to use the public services for foreign people that are available in your area.

In Japan, it was common for company workers to wear jackets and
neckties even during the hot summer months. However, in 2005 the Ministry
of the Environment started a campaign called “Cool Biz.” This campaign
asks companies to set their office’s temperature to twenty-eight degrees.

@ LIREIIN\vT Disposable plastic shopping bags and “my bag”

Disposable plastic shopping bags are usually free of charge for
customers in Japan. However, from July 2020 customers will be re-
quired to pay for these bags. This new rule will apply to supermarkets,
convenience stores, drugstores, and department stores. It will also
apply to small stores and for takeout meals from restaurants. If people
have to pay for plastic bags, the amount of plastic trash will be re-
duced. This will reduce marine pollution, carbon dioxide emissions, and
petroleum usage.

It is better to bring your own shopping bags instead of using dis-
posable plastic bags. Personal shopping bags you can use repeatedly

are called mai baggu (“my bag”, personal bags) or eko baggu (“eco bag”,
environmentally-friendly bags). You can help the environment by using your own “my bag” for shopping instead of
plastic bags. Try bringing your own “my bag” when you go shopping.

goods. Non-burnable trash includes glass, metals, and
ceramics. Be careful because the content of burnable and
non-burnable trash is different depending on the area.

Trash that can be recycled is called recyclable waste. It includes glass bottles, cans, PET bottles, and used paper

away recyclable waste.

(such as newspapers, magazines, cardboard, and paper packs). In some areas, you have to separate recyclable trash
even more. In these cases, you must throw away PET bottles, steel cans, aluminum cans, clear glass bottles, and
colored glass bottles separately. These days, many major supermarkets have collection boxes where you can throw

Oversized trash is large items that cannot fit into a garbage bag. For example, furniture, bicycles, futon mattresses,

and rugs. In most cases, oversized trash is not picked up as part of the regular trash collection service. To get your
oversized trash collected, you need to make a request and pay a fee. You can make a request by phone as mentioned
in this text. Many local governments also accept requests via the Internet. However, home appliances such as washing
machines, television sets, air-conditioning units, refrigerators, clothes dryers, and personal computers cannot be thrown

away as oversized trash. These need to be collected by a private company.

Throwing away trash is complicated
even for Japanese people. Sometimes it
can cause arguments between neighbors.
Local governments often create trash
disposal manuals and give them to people
in the neighborhood associations. Expla-
nations are also available on your area’s
official website. There are also manuals
in foreign languages. It is important to
follow the rules and throw your trash
away properly.

In Japan there are sometimes natural disasters. These natural disasters include typhoons, earthquakes, tsunamis,
and heavy snows. Difference areas suffer from different disasters. You can check the hazard maps made by local govern-
ments to find out which natural disasters are likely to happen in the area. Hazard maps predict where natural disasters
might happen and how severe they might be. They also show the evacuation areas and evacuation routes. You can pick up
a hazard map at your local government office. You can also download them from local government websites or check the
Hazard Map Web Portal of the Ministry of Land, Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism. Please check which natural disas-
ters might happen in the area where you live. You should know how to prepare for them and where to evacuate when they
happen.

You should gather the items you would need in a disaster and store them in
an emergency bag. You can then easily take them with you when evacuating from
natural disasters. Keep the bag in a convenient location so it is easy to grab when
evacuating, such as the entrance to your house. As mentioned in the main text,
an emergency bag should contain enough water and food for several days, medi-
cine you take regularly, a flashlight, a portable battery charger, a portable radio,
gloves, a first aid kit, rain gear, cash and valuables, as well as your passport and
a copy of your health insurance card.

In Japan, the strength of an earthquake is described in news reports using magnitude and intensity. Magnitude
indicates the size of an earthquake and is used universally. Intensity indicates the strength of shaking produced by an
earthquake in each location. An earthquake will have only one magnitude. However, there will be a range of intensities
for an earthquake depending on the location. Intensity scales are different in different countries. In Japan, intensities
are measured with a seismic intensity meter and the intensity scale has 10 levels. These levels are from 0 to 7. Levels
5and 6 are divided into lower and upper levels. The intensity scale overview is shown below.

Japanese companies and schools do disaster drills on a regular basis.
Sometimes neighborhood associations, department stores, shopping centers,
hotels, and hospitals also do drills. If you are there when a drill happens, you
may have to participate. Many places do drills on Disaster Prevention Day on
September 1. You will experience disaster drills several times while you are in
Japan.

Disaster drills simulate what to do if an earthquake or fire happens. They

show you where to evacuate, which evacuation route to use, and how to count
people. Sometimes you might practice how to use fire extinguishers and fire
hydrants, experience a smoke simulation room, or experience massive earth-
quake shaking in an earthquake simulation car. You may learn first aid and how
to use an AED. If firefighters are attending the drill, they may give feedback on
the drill and lectures on what to do in an earthquake or a fire.

It is important for you to participate in the drills so that you are prepared
for disasters in daily life. Some local governments give out manuals on how to
respond to a disaster. They may also post them on their websites. You should
read these thoroughly.

When someone says “S4&n LF a1 (Your Japanese is
good)” to you, how should you react? As described in the main

text, you can say that you are happy to hear that by saying R
TEH? HINESTEVET (Really? Thank you)”. However, when
you give a Japanese person praise, the person might say “\
Wz FR=RT (No, I'm not that good yet).” When Japanese
people receive praise on their good qualities, they sometimes

say something negative about themselves. They do not want to
seem proud of the praise. This is called “## (humbleness).” In
Japan, some people respond to praise by saying “LWX. F2FE
129 (No, I'm not that good yet)”, “ZAmZ &0 Td (I don't think
s0)”, or “cATHREL (Not at alll.” This is because many people
think it is a good thing to be humble rather than proud.

Another example is about cooking. Japanese people
prepare delicious meals at home and offer them to guests
saying “fIesmUEEAN, &5% (We have nothing good but please
help yourself).” Some people give a souvenir to someone by
saying “Tn.oxESRLEOTTH (This is nothing special, but | hope you like it).”

Japanese people are sometimes humble about their families too, not just about themselves. For example, when
someone says nice things about their child, such as “mbuLvcgia (He/she is cute).” They might say "THESTEEENG
WFT. BoTBATT& (But he/she doesn't listen to us and gives us a hard time).” When someone says nice things about
their spouse, such as “gTEmATn (He/she is a wonderful person),” they might say "L\L\Z. NeRBFI/VVATIIFE, 5
Bl 1B AR < T (No, they are like that with other people, but when they are at home, they are useless).” This
often surprises foreigners who have no tradition of being overly humble.

Most Japanese TV dramas have 10-12 episodes. Each episode lasts
about 50 minutes. Because the episodes are relatively short, they are “bite-
sized.” Sometimes TV shows are streamed on the TV broadcaster’s website
for free after they have been broadcast on TV. If you are subscribed to a
paid video streaming service, you can watch TV dramas online whenever
you want. The shows can range from classics to the latest series. There
are several different video streaming websites, such as Netflix, Hulu,
and Amazon Prime. Each website has different characteristics. For
example, some have many drama series, or cartoons, or movies. Most
video streaming websites have free trials so you can try them before
subscribing.

You should be careful when you learn Japanese by watching TV
dramas. The expressions you hear in drama series about old Japan are
old-fashioned. Some dramas about special jobs, such as police dramas and
medical dramas, use difficult words. In shows about rural regions, you will
hear regional dialects. The best dramas to start with are shows about
people’s daily lives in modern Japan.

English or Japanese subtitles may be available on video streaming
websites. You can learn Japanese by watching TV dramas with subtitles.

Shokunin (craftsperson) are people who have
acquired advanced skills after years of training. They
make things by hand using those skills. One example is
the sushi shokunin mentioned in the main text. There
are also shokunin in other industries. For example, con-
struction-related fields like carpentry and plastering,
traditional crafts like lacquerware and bamboo-ware,
practical industries like tatami making and umbrella
making, and the food and drink industries like making
tempura and Japanese-style sweets. However, the
number of young people who want to become shokunin
has recently been decreasing. This is because you need
to go through many years of difficult training and being
an apprentice. Some local governments and private

companies have shokunin training schools where
students can learn essential skills over several years.

When Japanese people transfer to another office or leave the company because of a career change or retire-
ment, they often make a simple speech to everyone on the last day in the office. A person leaving a company re-
ceives a bouquet, gift, or card with messages from their co-workers. A party for a person leaving the company is
called a soobetsu-kai (farewell party). The soobetsu-kai is held at a restaurant or izakaya. Sometimes it is held in
a room in the company building with ordered food and drinks. The decision to hold a soobetsu-kai depends on the
company, how long the person worked, and other factors.
