@ XEIRRI Overtime hours

In Japan, a limit on overtime hours became a law in April 2019. By this law, you may not work more than forty-five
hours of overtime a month and 360 hours of overtime a year. If a company forces an employee to work more than the
law allows, they may be punished. Overtime done without a proper record or without compensation is known as saabisu
zangyoo (unpaid overtime). This is also illegal.

If you work more than the law allows or have unpaid overtime, you should contact the authorities.
